I. Text and Other Readings

· Each Student will be issued a copy of Magruder’s American Government
· There will be additional readings assigned throughout the course of the year for which each student will be responsible. These will be printed and handed to the student.
II. Preparation for class

· Have your textbook with you everyday!!

· Have a folder (pockets and brads) or 3-ring binder (1”) with paper for notes everyday!!

III. Attendance

i. 1st tardy = verbal warning from teacher

IV. Class Rules

Your nine weeks average will be determined by adding up the total number of points you have earned and dividing that by the number of possible points in the grading period.
